Castbay Traction News

{Condensed from a PCR Branch Lipe article)

The Eastbay Traction Company operates an
interurban (HO) line with a total mainline
trackage of 187! and 38 adaitional feed in
yard trackage, These are all single track
Iires with the exception of the section be-
tween Chipps and Dagget Jct. Return loops
at 21l terminals provide speedy service by
eliminating the necessity for sying trains
and changing poles. Interchange tracks with
Santa Fe Central are at Bakersfield axd Dagget.

The overhead is supported by both double
pole span and single pole bracket construc<
tion. All poles are of metal and all over-
head wire is #26 spring brass. (We tried
phorpher bronze but had such trouble with
corrosion and poor pick-up that we changed
to brass with mo trouble since.) The cars
originelly ran on trolley pole only, but as
the line expanded the maintenance got out
of hand so now we operate mostly on panto-
